“Additionally, as the Institute was 
recently elevated to a degree-program, we know that the equipment donated will 
be put to great use by the Institute as it prepares students to become leaders in 
the field of information and network security,” Goldsby said.

(CSIS) program will offer instruction and research opportunities that provide 
graduates with the necessary knowledge and skills to effectively assess, develop 
and manage secure information networks and respond to newly developed 
threats. Recent cyber attacks in both the domestic and international arenas 
suggest that cyber-security will continue to be a regional, national and global 
concern.  
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Sahinoglu highlighted the importance of the ICS donation. “The CSIS students 
will benefit from ICS’ donation in their lab experience when the program starts in 
the coming year 2010,” he said. “The Informatics Institute staff extends their 
sincere appreciation to ICS and specifically Mr. Goldsby for this generous 
donation.”
